Sight words also represent some of the most common words 
in written language. Students will encounter them over and over again on 
a daily basis, so mastery of them will aid students in fluent reading. This 
list will help) our child 1naintain sight word knowledge over the summer.

• Flashcards - write each word on a piece of paper or index card for 
easy practice 

• Build words with playdoh 
• Sidewalk chalk 
• Bounce a ball while you read and spell each word 
• Word Hunt - spread word cards around the house and have your 

child look for them and read each word as they find them 
• \Vrite the words using colorful markers or pencils 
• Decorate a beach ball with the words and each time you "catch" the 

ball read a word 
• Read the word lists in funny voices
